The Foundation’s Hurricane Katrina Education Fund supports educational projects and organizations that address the academic needs of children that have been impacted by the catastrophic hurricanes in the region. Grants are made from the pooled contributions restricted to educational relief efforts. Nonprofit organizations may be invited to apply for grants. 

Recommendations will be made to the Baton Rouge Area Foundation Board of Directors 

by the Hurricane Katrina Education Fund Grants Review Committee.

The proposed project should be clearly defined, non-duplicative, well managed, and closely monitored with measurable results. It should have a high probability of having a systemic impact on the quality of education and of becoming self-sustaining.

Fund Priorities

Preference will be given to  education and educational programs for displaced children affected by Hurricane Katrina that build on the strengths and assets of individuals, organizations and institutions; have a potential for regional or statewide impact; or forge partnerships with other organizations with similar missions.

The Hurricane Katrina Education Fund focuses on programs that (1) assist displaced students as they re-enter the classroom, and (2) improve the way schools are organized and managed especially by emphasizing the developmental needs of children, parental involvement and accountability. 

Types of Grants 

The Foundation may provide the following types of grants for this fund: 

Capital Grants: Capital Grants are made for new construction, major renovation, and the purchase of permanent assets. These grants may cover major equipment costs, such as phone systems, computers, and technology upgrading as well as vans or busses.

Program Grants: Program Grants support the direct and operational costs needed to run new programs or projects. Allowable costs may include staff salaries and benefits, supplies, equipment, travel, office leases, utilities and training. 

Eligibility

An organization must meet two requirements to apply for a grant:

1. The organization, or its fiscal agent, must be tax exempt under Section 501(c)3 of the Internal Revenue Code. 

(A fiscal agent must submit a letter of agreement.) 

2. The program or project must serve at least one of the following parishes: East or West Baton Rouge, East or West Feliciana, Livingston, Ascension, Iberville or Pointe Coupée.

Restrictions 

The Hurricane Katrina Education Fund does not make grants to individuals, private business ventures or partisan political organizations

Grant Procedure 

The Foundation Grantmaking Procedure is as follows: 

1. Grant Proposals may be solicited by the Review Committee, advanced by Grantmaking Programs Department, or forwarded as initiatives of the Foundation. 

2. The grants review committee makes recommendations to the Foundation's Board of Directors.  (Grant review meetings are scheduled at the discretion of the Review Committee.)

3. The Foundation's Board of Directors acts on the recommendations. 

4. Applicants are notified and, if selected, award checks are issued along with a letter that outlines any restrictions or requirements connected to the grant.

IV.  Proposal Narrative
The narrative section must be no longer than three (3) printed, one-sided, single-spaced typed pages 

(One inch margins, 12 point type, 8 1/2 x 11 paper.)  

The following information is required:

1. Provide the mission or purpose of your organization and an overview of your current active programs.

2. Describe the problem that the organization plans to address. Describe the urgency of the issue. Use facts and statistics to show you have researched this issue.

3. Give a description of the project. Please answer these questions:

A. What population will be served?

B. Who will collaborate with you?

C. As far as you know, is this type of program or project currently offered in the community?
If so, please list the organization(s) providing this service. 
How will your program or project add value?

4. Explain how you will evaluate and determine the success of this effort?
What outcomes have you defined for your program?

5. Describe the organization’s plan to continue the program or project after the Foundation’s funding support ends.



V.  Grant Reporting Information
You will be required to report on your project outcomes within sixty (60) days of project completion.  

Examples of results include: 

· Number of meals served, number of individuals counseled, 

· Number of community outreach sessions held, 

· Number of displaced workers placed in jobs,  

· Number of directly affected non-profits re-opened for business, etc.

VI. Attachments 

The following documents are required. None of the attachments will be returned to you. We ask that you not send articles of incorporation, state nonprofit verification, employer identification certificates, photos, slides or videotapes.

1. Names and qualifications of staff or volunteers responsible for the program or project.

No resumes, please. Short biographies are acceptable.

2. Detailed program or project budget with specific line items. Include income sources and a list of funding requests that are pending and/or approved.

3. Last and current fiscal years’ financial statements, including the organization’s operating budget, balance sheet, and statements of support, revenue, and expenses. If you have audited statements, please send those.

4. 501(c)3 determination letter from the U.S. Internal Revenue Service stating that the applicant organization or its fiscal agent is tax exempt. A fiscal agent must provide a separate letter stating its willingness to serve.

5. Statement from the organization’s board of directors or governing official authorizing the request and agreeing to implement the program or project if funded.

6. A list of the organization’s board of directors.

7. If collaborators are involved, letters of support or a signed collaborative agreement.

VII. Assurances
Applicants warrant and agree that:
1. The use of any funds granted by the Baton Rouge Area Foundation shall be used  solely for religious, charitable, scientific, literary or educational purposes, as required by Section 170(c)(2)(B) of the Code.

2. Unless otherwise agreed to by the Foundation in writing, the applicant will expend the Grant Funds on or before the project activity end date as noted in the application. 

3. It will not: (i) use any portion of the Grant Funds to participate or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office, (ii) induce or encourage violations of law or public policy, (iii) cause any private inurement or improper private benefit to occur, (iv) jeopardize the tax exempt status of the 
Foundation, or (v) take any other action inconsistent with Section 501(c)(3) of the Code. 

4. If applicant is awarded Grant Funds by the Foundation, it shall use reasonable best efforts to apply for and seek reimbursement by the appropriate federal, state or other organization.  With such reimbursement, the applicant acknowledges that any funds received from any federal, state or other organization shall offset this grant, and such monies will be returned to the Foundation.
